1. 401-K
Bred by: Leland & Larry Mapes
PSSS 401-K was the 
boar that got the ball 
rolling for us at PSSS.  
Purchased at the 1997 
SWTC where he was 
named Champion.  He 
sired three national 
champions in his ®rst 
crop.  His greatest 
in¯uence was his daughters.  His daughters were the 
foundation for the majority of Hampshire greats into 
the 21st century.  401-K was also the ®rst boar to be 
commercially cloned, as well as the ®rst clone created from 
somatic cell nuclear transfer.  He will remain my favorite 
boar until the day that I die.

2. Lights Out
Bred by: Stade & Myhre
PSSS Lights Out  was 
purchased at the 1999 
SWTC for $10,500.  
He stood 6th in the 
youngest class of boars.  
His daughters were 
probably his calling 
card.  Cain's, Lancaster, 
and Mapes all had 
terri®c daughters out of this boar that made the breed 
better.  He also produced PSSS Dr. Evil, PSSS Powerhouse 
and PSSS Final Answer for us.  Ironically enough, he 
was probably the least phenotypically attractive mature 
Hampshire boar that I have ever owned¼but he sired like 
no other Hampshire boar at PSSS!

3. Air Force 1
Bred by: Bobby Meeker
PSSS Air Force 1 was a 
private treaty purchase 
from Bobby Meeker.  He 
had injured a testicle 
prior to Sweetwater¼
had he not gotten 
injured it is doubtful in 
that era that I would 
have been able to afford 
him.  He produced across the board¼barrows, gilts, boars.  
Showing my age here a little bit, I believe that Air Force 1  
was the ®rst boar that we ever clipped for his promotional 
photos here at PSSS!

4. Crowd Pleaser
Bred by: Mike Cowan
PSSS Crowd Pleaser was the top-selling male hog at the 
2003 NSR extravaganza.  He remains to this day the top-
selling Hampshire boar that we have ever offered semen 
on.  He never made a boar or a barrow that we could 

really hang our hat 
on, but made many 
nice gilts that were 
competitive and did a 
good job in the crates.

5. Dr. Evil
Bred by: Seth Swenson
PSSS Dr Evil was our $32,000 purchase at the 2000 
Indiana State Fair.  He remains to this day the heaviest 
muscled Hampshire 
boar that I have ever 
seen or owned.  He 
made terri®c barrows 
like we expected him 
too, but surprisingly 
turned into a gilt sire as 
well.
